d. Maedical: must provide an itemized list of all expenses not covered by insurance
that you are required to pay personally; attach copies of all receipts or payments.

e. Homeless & Unaccompanied Youth: must be verified on an attached agency letterhead from
one of the following agencies: a high school district homeless liaison; a director of an
emergency shelter or transitional housing program funded by the U.S. Dept. of Housing &
Urban Development; a director or designee of a project supported by a federal TRIO or GEAR UP
program grant; a director of a runaway or homeless youth basic center or transitional living
program determines that you were an unaccompanied youth who was homeless or were self-
supporting and at risk of being homeless.
